October 2006 Minutes Read and Approved:  Terri Nelson motions, Chuck Clemons seconds. All in favor, none opposed motion carries.

Financial Report presented and approved: Thomas Phillips motions, Melinda Barker seconds. All in favor, none opposed motion carries. Todd Barker questions line item as to County Reimbursements.

OLD BUSINESS:

Tim Jones discussed Trophy case for North Park with Jeff Clark, he was in favor of the idea. Todd Barker to build. 

Open discussion by all members regarding signs and trophy case for North Park. Tim Jones mentions that Jeff Clark was fine with signs but they could only be placed on fences during the baseball season and would need to be removed and stored the remaining of the year. Open discussion with regard to vandalism and life expectancy for the signs. Terri Nelson mentions sponsorship for the signs to defray costs for PCRA. It was mentioned that the signs should have a uniform look and be PCRA colors. Todd Barker will get proposal for costs of signs. Jack Hinkle motions, Chuck Clemons seconds. All in favor none opposed motion carries.

Equipment Building:  Tim Jones talked to Jeff Clark and provided him with the quote that PCRA had received. Jeff Clark was looking into the possibilities of a bigger building to be built between the soccer field and the lagoon. Tabled until further county decisions.

It was approved by county for PCRA to store files at North Park, upstairs in the concession stand building.

Todd Barker mentions having pre-season tournaments at North Park, Jack Hinkle spoke to Steve Hopper and county has approved PCRA to host pre-season tournaments.

BASKETBALL REP’S  REPORT

Everything is moving along fine at this point in the season.

EQUIPMENT MANAGERS REPORT

Todd Barker reports that we have been getting equipment back and most of it is re-useable so we should save money next year in new purchases.

He mentions the need for better storage and that PCRA should not supply basketball uniforms anymore. Further discussion is needed with regard to basketball uniforms for next season. 

NEW BUSINESS:

Terri Nelson mentions that Mrs. Knowlton has hotdogs and hamburgers for sale if PCRA is interested. It was suggested she call the High School and see if they were interested.

Open discussion with regard to Health Department permit and purchasing of the portable sink. Although it was previously opposed due to the costs we need to look at the alternatives for the concession stand at the elementary school. Possibilities of using the cafeteria or just closing the concession stand altogether. No decision was made. Things remain status quo until further discussion.

Terri Nelson mentions that she received a complaint from a parent regarding the costs of cheerleading uniforms. There was open discussion explaining the previous decisions with regard to the costs and limits for the parents to pay. No action to be taken.

Jack Hinkle mentions that Coach Hopkins had approach him with the possibility of PCRA’s Coaches joining the High School Coaches for a Baseball Coaches Clinic. Also to place a PCRA sign on the field at the school for the cost of $200.00. Jack Hinkle motions to do a sign, Melinda Barker seconds. All in favor none opposed motion carries. It was then decided to do 2 signs one for the Baseball field and one for the softball field. Motion expanded and carries.

Basketball Coaches Game scheduled for January 6, 2007 to begin after all other games have concluded. Start kids games at 5:00 pm (shoot around ect..) and have winners  play at half-time of the coaches game. Awards to be handed out. Melinda, Denise and Terri will head up the kids games. It was discussed to also pay referees. Melinda Barker motions, Thomas Phillips seconds. All in favor none opposes. Pending discussion with Coach Haines for use of the gym. 

Patrick Terry would like to discuss 5-year-old pitching machine. He is concerned that the kids cannot hit the ball and that we are not teaching the fundamentals of baseball. He has received a consensus from parents that the kids are not ready for the pitching machine and will take their children to another community to play. Patrick Terry proposes that kids play two years of tee-ball. Open discussion, parents choose if they want their children to move up or stay sown in tee-ball for another season. Chuck Clemons mentions we should only give that option to the five year olds. Tim Jones states that the draft for 4-5 years old should stay the same for tee-ball. Todd Barker believes that if this affects the 5-6 year old pitching machine teams then we should not consider this. It was decided to contact the parents this would involve and get some feed back from them. Tabled until next meeting for further discussion.

Storage room needs to be cleaned. Todd Barker and Thomas Phillips to check into this.

Any discussion on baseball sign-ups shall be tabled until January meeting.
